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Grow Up Reading™ Tips for March: Counting

e Read, tell stories, sing songs, and recite poems that include numbers and counting.
Try to include books in which characters come and go as the story progresses.

e Play simple board games that call on players to count spaces on the board, and to
recognize printed numerals or their representation (such as “dots on dice”).

e Begin teaching your child about numbers and counting by modeling those techniques
yourself. For example, tell your child how old they are and hold up the correct number
of fingers. Can they do the same? Make counting a natural part of your interactions
with your child and they won’t even realize they’re learning.
